THE LESSONS

The Old Testament Lesson [7he Epistle is read here at 9 am] 2 Samuel 9:6-13a

MEPHIBOSHETH the son of Jonathan, son of Saul, came to David, and fell on his face and did obei-
sance. And David said, “Mephibosheth!” And he answered, “Behold, your servant” And David said
to him, “Do not fear; for I will show you kindness for the sake of your father Jonathan, and I will restore
to you all the land of Saul your father; and you shall eat at my table always.” And he did obeisance, and
said, “What is your servant, that you should look upon a dead dog such as I?” Then the king called Ziba,
Saul’s servant, and said to him, “All that belonged to Saul and to al%his house I have given to your master’s
son. And you and your sons and your servants shall till the land for him, and shall bring in the produce,
that your master’s son may have bread to eat; but Mephibosheth your master’s son shall always eat at my
table” Now Ziba had fifteen sons and twenty servants. Then Ziba said to the king, “According to all that
my lord the king commands his servant, so will your servant do.” So Mephibosheth ate at David’s table,
like one of the king’s sons. And Mephibosheth had a young son, whose name was Mica. And all who dwelt
in Ziba’s house became Mephibosheth’s servants. So Mephibosheth dwelt in Jerusalem; for he ate always

at the king’s table.

God is love, and he who abides in love abides in God, and God abides
in him. In this is love perfected with us, that we may have confidence for the day of judgment, because as
he is so are we in this world. There is no fear in love, but perfect love casts out fear. For fear has to do with
punishment, and he who fears is not perfected in love. We love, because he first loved us. If any one says, “I
love God,” and hates his brother, he is a liar; for he who does not love his brother whom he has seen, can-
not love God whom he has not seen. And this commandment we have from him, that he who loves God
should love his brother also.

THE NICENE CREED
